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3 EXISTING CONDITIONS 

3.1. SURROUNDING DEVELOPMENTS 
The proposed scheme runs alongside the River Lee to the south and is bounded to the north by Iarnród Éireann’s Kent Station. It connects with the Lower Glanmire Road to the east and Penrose 

Quay to the west. The scheme also lies adjacent to the property of McMahon’s Builders Providers along the western side of Water Street.
